Mathematicians are still looking for larger and larger
prime numbers. Even though the list is never ending it
is interesting and useful to find ever bigger prime
numbers. The record is currently held by 274207281 — 1
with 22,338,618 digits.

This number was found by the Great Internet Mersenne
Prime Search (GIMPS) which currently offers a US $3000
research discovery award for participants who
download and run their free software and whose
computer discovers a new Mersenne prime having
fewer than 100 million digits.
