In 1933 Bea’s father was beaten badly, and a sign placed a
sign around his neck that read “Ich bin Jude aber ich will mich
nie mehr bei der Polizei Beschweren,” or “I am a Jew, and |
will never complain to the police”. He was paraded around
barefoot in front of the Reichstag. By chance, an American
photographer took a picture of the incident and this photo
was posted in several American newspapers. Bea told us of
this event, alongside her experiences of Kristallnacht, and
her emigration to England as part of the Kindertransport.

Her story was moving and Turing

House students conducted
themselves with maturity and grace
as they listened to her testimony. Jack
